I have read the rules concerning competitions as printed in the Arabian Horse Association® (AHA®) Handbook and the Value Show Rules and agree to be bound by and subject to 
those Rules and understand all decisions made by the judge are deemed final and can not be protested. 
AHA ASSUMPTION OF RISK, RELEASE AND INDEMNIFICATION 
This document waives very important legal rights.  Read it carefully before signing. 
In consideration for AHA permitting me to participate in this Competition, and by signing the entry blank, I agree as follows: 
I AGREE that I choose to participate voluntarily in this Competition, as a rider, driver, handler, leasee, owner, agent, coach, trainer, junior exhibitor, or as a parent or guardian of a junior 
exhibitor. I AM FULLY AWARE AND ACKNOWLEDGE THAT HORSE SPORTS AND PARTICIPATION IN THIS COMPETITION INVOLVE SERIOUS RISK OF HARM 
INCLUDING, BUT NOT LIMITED TO, RISKS OF ACCIDENT, SERIOUS BODILY INJURY, INCLUDING DEATH, BROKEN BONES, HEAD INJURIES, TRAUMA, PAIN AND 
SUFFERING, AND PROPERTY DAMAGE.  I ASSUME ALL RISKS OF HARM TO ME, MY HORSE OR MY PROPERTY.
